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THE BEMBRIDGE HARBOUR IMPROVEMENTS
COMPANY LIMITED under or by virtue of the
Harbour, Docks & Piers Act, 1847 and Section 24 of the
Pier & Harbour Order (Bembridge Harbour)
Confirmation Act, 1963, and in exercise of every other
power in that behalf vested in the Company do make
the following Byelaws.

PART 1
PRELIMINARY

1. These Byelaws may be cited as the Bembridge
Harbour Byelaws 1975,

2. (a) These Byelaws shall come into operation on
the expiration of one month from the date of
confirmation thereof by the Secretary of State for the
Environment and all Byelaws, rules and regulations
previously in force within the harhour are hereby
revoked.

(b) The Interpretation Act 1889 shall apply for
the interpretation of the Byelaws as it applies for the
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Interpretation

interpretation of an Act of Parliament and as if for the
purposes of Section 38 of that Act these Byelaws were
an Act of Parliament and the Byelaws revoked by
Byelaw 2(a) were Acts of Parliament thereby repealed.

3. In these Byelaws, unless therein otherwise
expressly provided, or unless the context shall
otherwise require, the following expressions shall
have the meanings hereby assigned to them:-

“the Company” shall mean the Bembridge Harbour
Improvements Company Limited.

“goods” shall include cattle, livestock, animals,
wares, merchandise, articles and things of every
description.

“the harbour” shall mean the Harbour of Bembridge
as defined in Section 7 of the Pier & Harbour Order
(Bembridge Harbour) Confirmation Act, 1963, and as
shown in the map annexed to these Byelaws.

“Harbourmaster” shall mean the Harbourmaster or
other officer duly appointed by the Company, and
shall include any person having authority to act in
such capacity.

“the master” when used in relation to any vessel, shall
mean the master, or other person having for the time
being the command or charge of such vessel.

“person” shall include a corporation, whether
aggregate or sole.

“petroleum” includes crude petroleum, oil made from
petroleum or from coal, shale, peat or other
bituminous substance, and other products of
petroleum.

“‘quays” shall mean and include all quays, wharves,
piers, jetties, marinas, landing or shipping places,
roads, ways, bridges, sheds and gates- owned or
occupied by the Company within the harbour, and
shall include all erections, buildings, machinery,
cranes, weighing engines, works or things belonging
to the Company, whether on or attached to such quays
or floating in the harbour.

“vessel” includes any vessel, ship, lighter, keel,
barge, boat, raft, pontoon, hovercraft (as defined by the
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Hovercraft Act, 1968), hydrofoil and craft of any kind
howsoever navigated, propelled or moved and except
for the purpose of levying rates any seaplane on the
surface of the water.

“under way” when used in relation to a vessel means
when she is not at anchor or moored or made fast to the
shore or aground and includes a vessel dropping up or
down the harbour with her anchor on the ground.

4, The master of a vessel when under way in the har-
bour shall ensure that at least one competent person
is constantly on board for the navigation and man-
agement thereof.

5. The master of a vessel shall cause her:-

(a) to be kept clear of dredgers or other craft
engaged in the laying or retrieving of moorings,
navigational works or salvage works authorised
by the Company, and

() to be navigated with care and caution and at a
speed and in such manner as not to cause injury
to or endanger the lives of persons engaged in
underwater work.

6. The master of any vessel shall not cause or
permit such vessel to manoeuvre, or be moored or
placed, so as to obstruct unreasonably the free and
convenient use of any part of the harbour.

7. The master of any power-driven vessel shall not,
subject to the requirements of maintaining adequate
steerage way and control, suffer or cause her to be
navigated or driven in the harbour at a speed
exceeding eight knots through, on or over the water,
unless the consent in writing of the Habourmaster has
previously been obtained. Provided that this byelaw
shall not apply to any vessel on any occasion when it
is being used for Company, police, fire-fighting or
rescue operations in circumstances where such speed
limit would be likely to hinder the use of the vessel for
